MAIN POINTS

Life often doesn't turn out as we expect
When we jump to conclusions, we reveal our fears, foolishness, and faithlessness
The story of Elisha and the Shunammite woman demonstrate why it isn’t over till 
it’s over.
Hope has a strange way of getting your hopes up.
In the story of Jesus we also see why it isn’t over till it’s over:

Friday seemed like the worst news imaginable
Saturday was a day of uncertainty and waiting (don’t decide the meaning on 
Saturday)
Sunday revealed God's greatest miracle - resurrection!

If Jesus came back to life your dreams and hopes need not die!
